Concept:
RORY GILMORE is a 16-year-old girl whose goal is to become a successful journalist and go to Harvard University. She is essentially what one would consider a Goodie-To-shoe. But there is more to her than meets the eye. Her mother, LORELEI GILMORE, is a single mother who is trying to do the best she can for her daughter. She works as a manager of an Inn and does the best she can. They live in a little suburb town called “Star’s Hallow.” 

An opportunity presents itself when LORELEI gets word that her daughter has been accepted into the premier high school in the big city. Everything seems splendid and RORY is thrilled until a boy in her class shows interest in her.  Enter DEAN. Dean has all the looks of a “James Dean” and cool persona. The ultimate heart throb. RORY reconsiders her option to go to Chilton and opts to stay at Stars Hallow High School no matter what.  LORELEI determined to have her daughter receive the coveted education realizes she is short on tuition. 

Theme:

Gilmore Girls is a day time drama with the subplots of a soap opera but with comical interactions between characters. The dialogue is quick and smart – think of a tone-downed “Frasier” with the quick wittiness of “Seinfeld” and yet with the girl drama of “Sex and the City,” but toned down.

Characters: 
RORY GILMORE: 16-years-old has goals to be a journalist.
LOREILI GILMORE: Working single mom. Wants to better the life of her only daughter. 
Synopsis:

1. INTRO CHILTON ACCEPTS

LORELEI is working at the Inn and having a very comical conversation with her assistant –Michele, an overworked Frenchman who says nothing but rude things and detests the work. As LORELEI is going through the mail she sees a letter from Chilton. She opens it up and sees that her daughter has been accepted to Chilton. Excited she runs home to tell her the good news.

2. THE GOOD NEWS

RORY gets the good news from her mom about the acceptance. RORY, goes off to tell her friend LANE. LANE then casts a small rain on her parade, “Wow, Stars Hallow without you – what will that be like.” But backtracking, LANE supports her friend and they begin to joke about how different school will be at the “rich” school.

3. INTERESTED BOY
